Any accident or loss of life while loading the materials would be solely the
responsibility of the tenderer. CMSS would be in no way entertaining any claim in this
regard.

The Tenderer should ensure that no damage or loss is caused to the company
property while clearing the expired goods and the tenderer is liable to make good
such damage/loss immediately, if any, as per the decision of CMSS.
